· authors’ names in lower case letters with numbers in superscript indicating author’s affiliation (if authors belong to different institutions); the Applicant’s name must be underlined;

· organization’s name and postal address and e-mail (italic lower case letters, left alignments);

· keywords (at least three, left alignment);

· text not more than 4 pages including figures and tables (justified alignment);
· page size: А4 (210 х 297 mm); 

· text should be typed 1.5 spaced; margins should be of 3 cm;

· text should be typed in Тimes New Roman 12 pt
